Report and fix any damage to mach�ne pr�or to operat�ng �t. 

4) BEFORE LEAVING OR SERVICING MACHINE: 

Stop mach�ne on level ground. 

Turn mach�ne off. 

5) WHEN SERVICING MACHINE: 

Read operators manual thoroughly pr�or to operat�ng or serv�c�ng th�s mach�ne. Use 

manufacturer suppl�ed or approved replacement parts. 

Secure mach�ne w�th wheel blocks pr�or to jack�ng the mach�ne up. Use 

approved jack or ho�st to safely elevate the mach�ne. 

WHEN SERVICING MACHINE:(con’t) 

D�sconnect batter�es pr�or to work�ng on mach�ne. Wear 

gloves when handl�ng batter�es or battery cables. Avo�d 

any contact w�th battery ac�d. 

Avo�d mov�ng parts, Do not wear loose fitt�ng cloth�ng wh�le serv�c�ng mach�ne.

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MACHINE SET UP&INSTALLATION 

UNCRATING MACHINE 

Be sure and check pack�ng carton for any damage. Immed�ately report any damage to carr�er. Check 

contents of package to ensure that the follow�ng �tems are �ncluded: 

1. Mach�ne 

2. Batter�es(x2) 

3. Squeegee assembly 

4. Scrubber-dryer User Manual 

5. Electr�c Battery Charger Manual（ �f equ�pped） 
6. connect�ng w�re for battery and charger (�f equ�pped) 
7. brush or pad dr�ver（ �f equ�pped） 

BATTERY DISASSMBLY AND INSTALLATION 

1. Sw�tch off the ma�n sw�tch. 

2. Remove the recovery tank as shown �n the relevant paragraph. 

3. Unscrew the bolt from batter�es, then remove or change. 

4. Install the batter�es on the mach�ne accord�ng to the d�agram below. 

5. Install the recovery tank. 
 

WARNING 

Do not connect+ to+, or - to-, when d�sassembly or �nstall the batter�es. It �s very 
dangerous. 

 
 

 

Battery charg�ng 

Charge the batter�es (see the procedure �n Ma�ntenance chapter). 

MACHINE SET UP 

Pre-operat�on checks 

1. Sweep or dust mop the surface to be cleaned. 

2. Check that squeegee �s properly �nstalled. 

3. Lower the squeegee  w�th the lever. 

4. Check battery are fully charged.(see BATTERY CHARGIN) 

5. Check that brush/pad �s properly �nstalled. 

Brush/Pad dr�ver �nstallat�on and d�sassembly 
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NOTE 

Only �nstall manually. If auto-�nstallat�on, �t w�ll wear 

brush hub. Make sure that the tanks are empty 

before d�sassembl�ng the brush. 

1. Turn off the mach�ne. 

2. Lay down the mach�ne �n th�s pos�t�on as �nd�cated �n the figure2, Pull up the l�ft lever  to ra�se the squeegee 

up . 

3. Mount the brush or pad dr�ver onto the dr�ve wheel hub and then rotate counterclockw�se unt�l �t locks, as 

�nd�cated �n the figure 3. 

4. To  remove  the  brush/pad, rotate the brush/pad  clock w�se  unt�l  �t  �s  released  from  dr�ve  wheel  hub. 
 

 

 

WARNING 

Do not turn on the mach�ne �n th�s pos�t�on as below. The brush/pad could 
d�sengage and cause �njury. 

 

 
 
 

Squeegee �nstallat�on 

1. Turn off the mach�ne. 

2. Pull down the squeegee l�ft lever  to put down the squeegee on the “work�ng” pos�t�on. 

3. Lay down the mach�ne �n th�s pos�t�on as �nd�cated �n the figure2. 

4. Loosen the two knobs on the squeegee and sl�de the squeegee �nto the slots of squeegee brackets 

T�ghten the knobs securely (unscrew the knobs, �f d�sassembly). 

5. To replace the front/rear squeegee unscrew the thumb nut. 

Floor
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Solut�on tank fill�ng 
 

 

 

NOTE 

The mach�ne can be filled w�th a w�th p�pe or bucket. Do  not remove the 

Solut�on  filter wh�le  fill�ng. 

1. F�ll water �nto solut�on tank  from the �nlet  through p�pe or bucket 

2. Do not fill the solut�on tank completely, leave a few cent�meters from the edge. 

3. The water temperature must not exceed 40℃. 

 

 

CAUTION！  

Use only low-foam and non-flammable detergents, �ntended for automat�c 
scrubber appl�cat�ons 

 

Solut�on tank dra�n�ng 
 

 

 

NOTE 

Solut�on tank should be dra�ned and cleaned after each scrubber 

operat�on �s completed. 

1. Unscrew the dra�n cap on the bottom of solut�on tank. The solut�on/water w�ll flow freely �nto a 

bucket or floor dra�n. 

2. R�nse the solut�on tank w�th clean water after every use. Th�s w�ll help prevent chem�cal bu�ld up 

and clogg�ng of the solut�on l�nes 

3. Screw up the dra�n cap. 

Recovery tank dra�n�ng 
 

 

 

NOTE 

Recovery tank should be dra�ned and cleaned after each scrubber 

operat�on �s completed. 

1. Turn the latch off the recovery tank, take off the recovery tank from mach�ne by grasp�ng two 

grooves of tank. Open the l�d and overturn the recovery tank to dra�n the d�rty water �nto a 

conta�ner, or unscrew the dra�n cap to let water p�pe out to a bucket. 

2. Clean and R�nse the recovery tank w�th clean water after every use. 

3. Re-place the recovery tank on the mach�ne and turn the latch to lock the tank.. 
 

MACHINE OPERATION 
1. Set the handle to a comfortable he�ght by press�ng level. 

2. Lower the squeegee  onto the floor by pull�ng down the l�ft mechan�sm. 
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3. Turn on the ma�n sw�tch. 

4. Turn on the brush motor sw�tch and the solut�on sw�tch , the �nd�cate l�ght w�ll be on.  

5. Turn on the vacuum motor sw�tch , the �nd�cate l�ght w�ll be on. 

6. If necessary, adjust the water flow by turn the ball valve manually 

7. Pull one or both operat�ng tr�ggers , and then brush w�ll start to sp�n, solut�on w�ll beg�n to flow. 

Move the mach�ne and start clean�ng, 
 

NOTE 

If the battery �nd�cator l�ght �s green, the mach�ne can be used. If �t �s yellow or 

red, the batter�es must be charged. 

 
 

 

CAUTION！  
Before l�ft�ng the brush, turn �t off by press�ng the sw�tch. 

 

 

CAUTION！  
When clean�ng excess�vely aggress�ve floors or others th�s could cause the 
mach�ne do not work, brush 

motor and vacuum �nd�cators on the Control panel  flash�ng s�multaneously. It 

means the mach�ne be�ng overloaded. 

Please turn off all the sw�tches on the Control panel . 

 

 

CAUTION！  
Do not use the mach�ne w�th d�scharged batter�es to avo�d damag�ng the 
batter�es and reduc�ng the 

battery l�fe. 

AFTER USING THE MACHINE 

After scrubb�ng, please proceed w�th below act�ons before leav�ng the mach�ne:  

1.  Remove the brush/pad-holder. 

2. Empty the tanks as shown �n the prev�ous parsagraph. 

3. Perform the da�ly ma�ntenance procedures 

4.  Store the mach�ne �n a clean and dry place, w�th the brush/pad-holder and the squeegee 

5.  If stor�ng �n an area wh�ch may reach freez�ng temperatures, be sure to dra�n all flu�ds from the mach�ne pr�or 

to storage. any damage caused by freez�ng temperatures w�ll not be covered by the warranty. 

 
MACHINE NOT BEING USED FOR LONG PERIODS 

If the mach�ne �s not go�ng to be used for more than 30days, please proceed w�th below act�ons: 

1. Perform the procedures shown �n ‘After Us�ng the Mach�ne paragraph’. 

2. D�sconnect the battery connector. 
 

MAINTENANCE 
The l�fespan of the mach�ne and �ts max�mum operat�ng safety are ensured by correct and regular 

ma�ntenance. The follow�ng chart prov�des the scheduled ma�ntenance. The �ntervals shown may vary accord�ng 

to part�cular work�ng cond�t�ons, wh�ch w�ll be defined by the person �n charge of the ma�ntenance.

Ma�ntenance procedures must be performed w�th the mach�ne sw�tched 

off and the batter�es/battery charger cable d�sconnected. Moreover, 

carefully read the �nstruct�on �n the Safety chapter. 

All  scheduled  or  extraord�nary  ma�ntenance  procedures  must  be  performed  by  qual�fied  personnel, or  by 
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an author�zed Serv�ce Center. 

Th�s Manual descr�bes only the eas�er and most common ma�ntenance procedures. 

For other ma�ntenance procedures shown �n the Scheduled Ma�ntenance Table, refer to 

the Serv�ce Manual that can be consulted at any Serv�ce Center.

BATTERY CHARGING 
 

 

 

NOTE 

Charge the batter�es when the yellow or red �nd�cator ,or at the end of every 
work�ng cycle.

Keep�ng the batter�es charged make the�r l�fe last longer. 

 

 

CAUTION！  
If the mach�ne �s not equ�pped w�th on-board battery charger, choose an 
external battery charger su�table 

for the type of batter�es �nstalled. 
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WARNING！  
Please use approved charger to charge the battery 

 

 

WARNING！  

Pay careful attent�on when charg�ng WET batter�es as there may be battery 
flu�d leakages. The battery 

flu�d �s corros�ve. If �t comes �n contact w�th sk�n or eyes, r�nse thoroughly w�th 

water and consult a phys�c�an. 

1. Place charger and mach�ne �n a well vent�lated area. 

2. Turn mach�ne off . 

3. Take away the recovery tank , Expos�ng battery compartment. 

4. Plug the charg�ng cable to the grounded wall outlet 

(100v~240v). 

5. Connect  the charg�ng cable to the mach�ne 

socket. 

6. The charg�ng �nd�cator l�ght  turn on means It �s �n charg�ng, green l�ght means battery 

charg�ng �s completed. 

7. Upon the complet�on of charg�ng, first unplug the charg�ng cable from the wall outlet 

and then d�sconnect from mach�ne. 

8. Replace the recovery tank.

SQUEEGEE CLEANING 
 

 

 

NOTE 

The squeegee must be clean and �ts blades must be �n good 

cond�t�on �n order to gett�ng a good dry�ng performance. 

 

 

CAUTION! 

It �s adv�sable to wear protect�ve gloves when clean�ng the squeegee because 
there may be sharp debr�s. 

SQUEEGEE BLADE CHECK AND REPLACEMENT 

1. Take off the squeegee as shown �n the prev�ous paragraph. 

2. Check to see �f the edge of the front/rear blades are cracked or spl�t, �f necessary replace 

them w�th new. 

3. Unscrew s�x the thumb nut to get off the blades. 

4. Check the front/rear blades for �ntegr�ty, cut and tears. If they are not adequate, overturn or  

replace them. 

5. Install the squeegee �n the reverse order of removal. 

BRUSH /PAD DRIVER CLEANING 
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CAUTION！  
It �s adv�sable to wear protect�ve gloves when clean�ng the brush/pad because 
there may be sharp debr�s. 

1. Remove the brush/pad. 

2. Clean and wash the brush/pad w�th water and detergent. 

3. Check the brush br�stles for �ntegr�ty and wear�ng status; �f necessary, replace the brush. 

4. Check the pad for wear�ng status; �f necessary, replace the pad dr�ver. 

TANK/VACUUM GRID WITH FLOAT CLEANING AND COVER 
GASKET CHECK 

 
 

 

CAUTION！  

 
It �s adv�sable to wear protect�ve gloves when clean�ng the tank and 
vacuum/suct�on assembly because 

there may be sharp debr�s. 

1. Move the mach�ne to the appo�nted d�sposal area. 

2. Turn off the ma�n sw�tch. 

3. Take off the recovery tank , clean and r�nse both solut�on/recovery tank, and dra�n out. 

4. Take off all vacuum k�ts, gasket, filter, clean and re-�nstall. 

5. Check the recovery tank l�ds gasket r�ng and the vacuum rubber connector  between two 

tanks are �ntegr�ty or not.. 

 
 

 

NOTE 

The gasket r�ng of recovery tank and the rubber connector between two 

tanks create vacuum �n the tank. If necessary, replace them. 
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
